A cartoon bubble pops up out of the top of 
David's head. We see the cartoon David sitting 
at a table, napkin tied around his neck, knife and 
fork held at the ready, obviously anticipating 
a meal. 

DAVID:
"Hmm"
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 As soon as the shot is established, the animation 
segues from a combination of live-action with 
cartoon to a full-screen cartoon.

DAVID'S MOM (O.S.):
David!  Time for supper.  Your favorite…spaghetti and meatballs.

David's eyes get big with delight and he licks his chops in anticipation.  There's a pause as he sits 
waiting for his meal then suddenly we hear from off-screen a loud:  BEEP!  BEEP!  BEEP!   BEEP!  
The same kind of noise we hear when heavy construction equipment is backing up.  

BEEP!  BEEP!  BEEP!   BEEP!  BEEP!  BEEP!  BEEP!   BEEP!  
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And sure enough, from out of the right corner of the picture, we see a DUMP TRUCK 
slowly backing into the frame, heavily laden with spaghetti and meatballs.  As David 
watches in consternation, the entire load is dumped upon his head, completely burying 
him in food.

DAVID (from deep inside the spaghetti pile):
"Help!  I can't breathe!  I'm smothering in food!"
